 Should any person fail or refuse to comply with any Rules of the Chamber, after being informed of such noncompliance by the presiding officer, such a 
person may be deemed by the presiding officer to have committed a breach of the peace by disrupting the public meeting, and the presiding officer may then 
order such person excluded from the public meeting under Section 3 (6) of Open Meetings Act, Act 267 of 1976.

RELATING TO: Resolution by the City of Monroe requesting various entities to convey battlefield-related properties to the Port of 
Monroe. 

 

DISCUSSION:   
 
On March 29, 2009, President Barack Obama signed legislation enabling the establishment of the River Raisin National Battlefield 
Park. This legislation was the culmination of over twenty years of joint efforts by the City of Monroe, Monroe County and the Monroe 
County Historical Society to preserve a historically significant battlefield from the War of 1812.  
 
Currently, the land that comprises what will be the national park lies in six parcels. Three of these parcels are owned by the Port of 
Monroe. Two are owned by Monroe County and the other parcel is owned by the Monroe County Historical Society. It is the desire of 
the National Park Service (NPS) to receive a single parcel rather than a number of individual parcels from several owners. The Port of 
Monroe has been identified as the entity that will hold those parcels pending conveyance.  
 
Ownership of all six parcels by the Port of Monroe will allow for a cohesive, orderly and logical donation of the River Raisin National 
Battlefield Park to the United States of America at a date to be determined. The donation of the six parcels by the County of Monroe 
and the Monroe County Historical Society to the Port of Monroe comes with the express stipulation and reservation that the donation 
of the property is exclusively designated for transfer to the United States of America and incorporated into the River Raisin National 
Battlefield Park. Additional parcels that would enhance interpretation of the site, but are not to be conveyed to the NPS at this time,  
will also be accepted by the Port of Monroe.  
 
IT IS THEREFORE RECOMMENDED that City Council approve a resolution respectfully requesting that the County of Monroe and 
the Monroe County Historical Society transfer ownership of parcels associated with the River Raisin National Battlefield Park to the 
Port of Monroe for the sole purpose of donating these same parcels to the United States of America to be incorporated into the River

R E S O L U T I O N 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Monroe, County of Monroe and Monroe 1 
County Historical Society (MCHS) have long pursued the vision of 2 
investigating, acquiring, preserving, and promoting the history of the River 3 
Raisin Battlefield - one of the most significant sites in the State of Michigan; 4 
and 5 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Monroe and the Monroe County Historical 6 
Society, in partnership with the Port of Monroe, were successful in securing 7 
the donation of 34 acres of the River Raisin Battlefield site from Homrich, 8 
Incorporated; and  9 
 
 WHEREAS, Congressman John D. Dingell has lent his considerable 10 
support to local efforts to recognize the River Raisin Battlefield and 11 
introduced the site to the National Park Service resulting in the eventual 12 
adoption of the River Raisin National Battlefield Act and President Barack 13 
Obama signing legislation on March 29, 2009, that created the River Raisin 14 
Battlefield National Park and authorized the National Park Service to 15 
designate the battlefield as a unit of the National Park Service; and  16 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Monroe, the Port of Monroe, the County of 17 
Monroe, and the Monroe County Historical Society are assembling six (6) 18 
parcels for conveyance to the National Park Service as the River Raisin 19 
Battlefield National Park; and,  20 
 
 WHEREAS, the National Park Service has expressed its desire that all 21 
six parcels shown in Exhibit A (attached) be transferred as a single 22 
property to the United States of America; and  23 
 
 WHEREAS, the Port of Monroe has been designated as the local 24 
entity that will accept and hold all six parcels until ready for conveyance 25 
to the National Park Service; and 26 
 
 WHEREAS, the six designated parcels will be transferred to the Port 27 
of Monroe along with all subsequent title work, surveys, and environmental 28 
reports, which will also be titled to the Port of Monroe; and 29 
 
 WHEREAS, the transfer of parcels currently owned by the Monroe 30 
County Historical Society and the County of Monroe (shown on the 31 
attached exhibit as parcels 3, 4, and 5) to the Port of Monroe will facilitate 32 
a cohesive, orderly and logical donation of the River Raisin Battlefield 33 
property to the United States of America at a formal donation ceremony 34 
at a time and date to be determined. 35 



 
 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Monroe endorses 36 
the donation of the 3.3 acre parcel currently owned by the Monroe 37 
County Historical Society to the Port of Monroe with the express stipulation 38 
and reservation that the donation of the property is exclusively 39 
designated for transfer to the United States of America and incorporated 40 
into the River Raisin Battlefield National Park; and 41 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Monroe respectfully 42 
requests that the County of Monroe act expeditiously, that all remaining 43 
and numerous legal and environmental matters may be appropriately 44 
and satisfactorily addressed, approval by the Secretary of the Interior of 45 
the United States may be secured, and the formal donation executed.

1 RESOLUTION 

2 WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Ordinance No. 08-008 the City Council must set an annual date 

3 for the destruction, removal or cutting of weeds, grasses, or plants which endanger public property or the 

4 health or safety of the public; and 

5 WHEREAS, it has been determined that such weeds, grasses, or plants shall not be allowed to grow in 

6 excess of eight (8) inches in height; and 

7 WHEREAS, every owner, possessor or occupier of land and every person having charge of any land in the 

8 City, shall destroy, remove or cut any and all weeds, grasses, or plants which exceed eight (8) inches in 

9 height on or after the annual date established by City Council. 

10 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council for the City of Monroe sets May 10, 2010, as 

11 the annual date for the destruction, removal or cutting of weeds, grasses, or plants which exceed the height 

12 requirements set forth in Ordinance No. 08-008. 

13 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all weeds, grasses or plants must be removed or cut as often thereafter 

14 as necessary to comply with Ordinance No. 08-008. 

15 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that should such weeds, grasses or plants not destroyed, removed, or cut, 

16 by the owner, possessor or occupier of land or persons having charge of any land in the City by 

17 May 10, 2010, the removal or cutting shall be undertaken by the City of Monroe and the cost for such work 

18 shall be assessed to the property as provided by City of Monroe Charter and Ordinance No. 08-008. 
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
