RULE OF THE CHAMBER

Any person wishing to address City Council shall step up to the lectern, state their name and address in an audible tone of voice for the record, and
unless further time is granted by the presiding officer, shall limit their address to three (3) minutes.

A person may not give up or relinquish all or a portion of their time to the person having the floor or another person in order to extend a person's time limit in
addressing the Council.

Any person who does not wish to address Council from the lectern, may print their name, address and comment/question which he/she would like
brought before Council on a card provided by the Clerk/Treasurer and return the card to the Clerk/Treasurer before the meeting begins. The Clerk/Treasurer will
address the presiding officer at the start of Citizen Comments on the Agenda, notifying him of the card comment, and read the card into the record for response.

Those who want to use audio and image recording equipment in Council Chambers that requires a monopod, tripod or other auxiliary equipment for the
audio and image devices shall notify the City Clerk before the meeting begins. Arrangements will be made to accommodate the request in a manner that
minimizes the possibility of disrupting the meeting. No additional illuminating lights may be used in Council Chambers unless a majority of City Council members
consent. Additionally, cell phones and pagers should be set to vibrate or silent mode when inside Council Chambers.

Should any person fail or refuse to comply with any Rules of the Chamber, after being informed of such noncompliance by the presiding officer, such a
person may be deemed by the presiding officer to have committed a breach of the peace by disrupting the public meeting, and the presiding officer may then
order such person excluded from the public meeting under Section 3 (6) of Open Meetings Act, Act 267 of 1976.

You will notice a numbering system under each heading. There is significance to these numbers. Each agenda Item is numbered consecutively
beginning in January and continues through December of each calendar year.

The request was reviewed by the administrative staff and there were no objections to the request subject to
emergency vehicle access being maintained, inspection of tents prior to event opening by the Fire Department
(contact FD for inspection), and that insurance requirements are met. Also, if there is any special electrical
equipment it will have to be approved by the electrical inspector.

The additional street closure of Washington Street between First and Front Streets will make the area much
safer for pedestrians attending this event. Police Department estimate to staff event with an officer is $434.61.

The Department of Public Services reports that while theoretically the department could place barricades during
straight time on Friday and pick up on straight time on Tuesday; past experience indicates that same day support
is desirable due to the amount of disruption to adjacent area.

Streets. It appears that this year a request was made to close Washington Street from East
First Street to East Front Street, which will make the area safer for pedestrians.

EVENT HISTORY:

The original
events were concentrated near Loranger Square, however for the past two years; the stage
was moved a block north to Washington & Front Streets, which allows for bigger crowds and
better acoustics echoing off the buildings. .



NEW TO THE EVENT THIS YEAR:

| have noticed that this year that the organizer has made this a two-day event. From the
event history and my personal observations, it is my belief that this event does not justify
being more than a one day event. This event lends itself to being more of a Saturday event
with the music, food and the beer tents. The crowds have been sporadic at best, with most of
the crowd arriving in the evening hours to enjoy the BBQ, music and adult beverages. To
totally shut down vehicular traffic in the downtown area for two days does not justify the

organizer’'s request. In addition, to staff this event the costs to the police department would
double. ’

RECOMMENDATIONS:

This event's turnout is largely dependent on the weather. The potential for a large crowd,
with the mentioned street closures, in my opinion necessitates a dedicated officer be
assigned to the event. The officer can assure that the street closures are not compromised;
address any police related issues that may arise at the event, as well as provide a PR benefit.
The cost to staff this event with an officer for the duration would be approximately $434.61 for
one day and it would doubled to $869.22, if the event is held on two days.

DISCUSSION: The proposed Commemorative Bench and Tree Policy is designed to improve the appearance and
| functionality of the City’s parks and outdoor facilities, while allowing individuals to create lasting memorials
| for friends and family. When reviewing the current Monument Policy adopted by the City Council in February
| 2010, it was noted that the requirements to establish a Monument could be burdensome for an individual who
wanted to provide a donation to the City for a simple memorial. There is also an identified need in the City
parks and at other City-owned facilities, for additional outdoor furnishings and landscaping. Numerous
| communities have donation programs for benches and trees at community-owned facilities that allow
| individuals to donate these items with an associated commemorative plaque. The City of Monroe could benefit
| from a similar policy, providing for the donation and installation of benches and trees at City-owned facilities.
Based on this identified need and the desire to improve the appearance of City parks and outdoor facilities, the
| Department of Economic and Community Development is recommending that City Council consider adopting a
commemorative bench and tree policy. Attached you will find a draft policy that outlines the program, provides
| for oversight and input from the Recreation Advisory Committee, and sets forth an application process.
Included with the proposed policy is an example application form, which could be utilized to implement the
| program.

Commemorative Bench and Tree Policy

Intent

The City of Monroe Commemorative Bench and Tree Program is designed to improve the
appearance and functionality of the community’s outdoor facilities, while allowing individuals to
create lasting memorials for friends or family members.

Recreation Advisory Committee

The Recreation Advisory Committee (RAC) will serve as an advisory committee to recommend
parks, facilities, and locations for the commemorative benches and trees. The RAC may review
the style of benches that will be approved to ensure consistency with other park furnishings and
quality standards to minimize maintenance. The specifications for trees including minimum size
and species to ensure quality and diversity may also be reviewed by the RAC. The RAC will
review the application process and make recommendations on how to improve the program.
This committee will also help ensure that the process for commemorative memorials is
consistent with the policy’s intent statement and that the policy has a positive impact on our
community. The RAC is an advisory committee and will submit their recommendations
regarding final bench and tree locations, bench styles and tree species, as well as the application
process to City Council.

Locations for Commemorative Memorials

The proposed locations for the commemorative benches and trees shall be reviewed at least
every 2 years by the Recreation Department and the Department of Public Services following the
recommendations from the Recreation Advisory Committee (RAC) and submitted to the City
Manager or their designee for approval. The approved locations shall be consistent with the City
Recreation Master Plan (a.k.a. Recreation Systems Plan) and the intent statement of this policy.
The approved location list shall designate at least one city park or facility and identify at least 5
possible bench locations (description or map) and 5 possible tree locations (description or map).
When the approved locations are filled, the list shall be updated to provide additional locations,
subject to approval by the City Manager or their designee. The approved locations list shall be
published and provided with the Commemorative Bench and Tree Program Application.

Application

The Recreation Department and Department of Public Services shall prepare and regularly
update the application form for the Commemorative Bench and Tree Program. The application
shall include at a minimum the applicant’s name and contact information, a template for the
permitted wording on the commemorative plaque, a description of the approved bench(es) and
trees, current costs to include installation by the City or its selected vendor, a risk statement and
limits of warranty, and a signature line.

Costs

The Recreation Department and the Department of Public Services shall annually solicit quotes
from reputable vendors to supply benches and trees based on the approved bench styles and tree
specifications. In NO case shall the applicant or someone other than the City of Monroe
determine the style of bench or the tree specifications.

The cost of the commemorative benches and trees shall be determined by including all materials,
hardware, installation, equipment, labor and the cost of the memorial plaque. The cost of the
benches and trees shall be attached to the application and may increase over time. In NO case
shall the applicant or someone other than the City of Monroe or its approved vendor(s) be
allowed to install a commemorative bench or tree.

Maintenance
All memorial donations become the property of the City of Monroe.

e Once installed the Department of Public Services, Recreation Department and/or its
vendors will maintain the benches like all other park benches.

e The City reserves the right to determine the level of general care depending on budget
availability. General care is defined as the mowing, raking, pruning, and general cleaning
of the grounds around the memorial benches and trees as determined by the City.

e Replacement: The City will NOT be responsible for replacement of damaged or stolen
benches. The City reserves the right to remove deteriorated benches without replacement.

e Once planted the tree will be maintained like all other trees at City facilities. If the tree
expires within 2 years, the City will replace the tree. Following the 2-year warranty
period, the City will not be responsible for replacement of dead, diseased or
damaged trees.

e Decoration of the memorial is limited to the Commemorative Plaque. Any items placed
on or near the memorial will be removed as part of the normal maintenance of the City
facilities. Flowers, vegetation, crosses, pictures & other adornments not installed by the City
are strictly prohibited on or near the memorial site.

e The application materials shall include a risk statement and noted limits to warranty.

Commemorative Plaque

Each bench and tree shall include a Commemorative Plaque to be affixed to a bench or staked in
the ground near a tree. The City cannot guarantee against damage due to vandalism, theft, or
normal wear-and-tear of the Plaque. However, the City will make a conscious effort during
regular maintenance activities to maintain the integrity and good condition of the
Commemorative Plaques.

Applications for the Commemorative Bench and Tree Program will be accepted year-round,
however due to seasonal weather limitations, deadlines for applications must be established for
the calendar year. When applications and/or payments are received after the deadlines, the
installation will occur in the following calendar year.

Benches

To allow time for processing of orders, availability of benches, preparation of the
Commemorative Plaque, and avoidance of inclimate weather conditions; there will be up
to a 120-day waiting period between application submittal and installation. No
installations will occur from December through March. In order to ensure the bench will
be installed in the same calendar year, the application must be submitted and all fees must
be paid in advance.

Application Deadline — September 1.

Trees

To help ensure the survival of the trees and allow time for the City to complete the
orders, there are two application deadlines for tree planting. The application paperwork
and payment of the all fees must be paid prior to the deadline in order for the installation
to occur in the following planting season.

Fall Deadline —Sept 1 (Oct & Nov Planting)

Spring Deadline — April 1 (May & June Planting)

RELATING TO: INSTALLATION OF NEW PUBLIC WATER MAINS ~ GEE DRIVE AND GLENDALE COURT — SPECIAL
ASSESSMENT RESOLUTION NUMBER § AND CONTRACT AWARD

DISCUSSION: As a part of the City’s continual analysis of its water system, the Water and Engineering Departments
have identified a link in the system where several existing homes have access only to an existing 1-inch or 2-inch
diameter shared private water service. As lines of this size are not capable of providing adequate fire protection, and are
not typically capable of providing peak service demands to the adjacent residents, this line has been planned to be
replaced with a new 8" water main. The City Charter provides for the installation of public water mains at the discretion of
the City Council and provides for recovery of most of the cost by a Special Assessment against the benefiting properties.
By Ordinance, at a minimum the cost of fire hydrants, any additional costs to create a “loop” by connecting at a second
location, and one-fifth of the remaining project costs have been borne by the Water Fund. It should be noted that a
Special Assessment District was also employed for replacement of a 2" service line on Sackett Avenue with a new 8"
main in 2004, and therefore since some of the residents on corner and rear lots fronting Glendale Court and Gee Drive
recently paid an assessment for that project, they will be omitted from this one based on the main feeding their service
already having been replaced. The district presently includes the properties at 423, 429, 433, and 437 Gee Drive, and 25,
29, 110, 114, 118, 121, 122, 126, 130, and 134 Glendale Court, for a total of fourteen (14) properties. This district, if
confirmed, would be known as Water Main Special Assessment District 129. As before, a map of the proposed district
has been attached with this fact sheet. The proposed district will be assessed on a Residential Equivalent Unit (REU)
basis, and since all properties are single unit dwellings, all proposed assessments are equal.

Following the passage of Resolution 3 on April 4, 2011, which states that the project is a public necessity, the project was
advertised for bids, which were received on Monday, April 25. There were four (4) bids received, and the low bidder was
C & D Hughes, Inc. of Charlotte, Michigan. Their low bid of $242,764.00 was 17.6% under the Engineer's Estimate of
$294,581.60 (note that this was revised upwards from previous estimates due to omission of a large pay item in the
original bid documents). The low bid numbers have been used to develop the actual project costs proposed for
confirmation, and are attached {o this fact sheet. Also, per discussions with the City Manager, it has been determined that
a higher Water Fund contribution is appropriate, given the contribution toward Water Fund capital reserve funding these
properties have paid over several decades, regardless of whether they have been served to date by a public or private
water main. As such, the “City share” of the Assessable portion of the district has been increased from one-fifth {o one-
half. As a result of the bidding and this increase in City share, the proposed assessments now stand at $3,664.97 per
REU, down significantly from the cost of $6,853.94 reported prior to bidding. Resolution 4, which scheduled the public
hearing on the distribution of the assessment roll, was passed on May 2, and the public hearing is being held at this
Council meeting as well. Absent any significant material objections from the affected property owners, the Engineering
Department recommends that this Special Assessment District be confirmed. Since this project was not petitioned by the
property owners, confirmation will have to be by at least a 5-2 vote of City Council according to the Charter provisions.

Lastly, it should be noted that the Department of Economic and Community Development has programmed Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds to allow property owners defined as low-income to have their assessments
partially or totally paid. Since environmental clearance on this program is not expected until sometime in July, the City
may award but not sign the contracts until then. However, with a commitment to award from Council, the Confractor can
order materials and be prepared to start immediately once clearance is obtained. Since there will be a delay in start of
work, to prevent property owners from receiving bills prior to the start of work, Resolution 5 specifically extends the due
date for the first installment from the normal 60 days to 120 days.

IT IS RECOMMENDED that the attached Resolution 5 be adopted, and that Water Main Special Assessment District
Number 129 be confirmed. IT IS FURTHER RECOMMENDED that a contract be awarded to C & D Hughes, Inc. in the
amount of $242,764.00, that a total of $267,000 be encumbered to include a 10% contingency, and that the Mayor and
Clerk-Treasurer be authorized to execute the contracts on behalf of the City after environmental clearance is obtained.

RELATING TO: REISIG STREET WATER MAIN REPLACEMENT - CHANGE ORDER AWARD

DISCUSSION: The City has been pursuing an extremely aggressive water main replacement program, and at the end of
this 4-year program the city will have replaced or rehabilitated approximately 20 miles of water main. As some of the work
locations were previously designed in early 2010, approximately 2 miles were combined for bidding, and on October 4,
2010, two separate contracts were awarded for the 2010-11 Water Main Replacement Program. Group 1, essentially all
original areas north of the River, was awarded to Salenbien Trucking and Excavating of Dundee for $627,918.50, and
Group 2, the areas south of the River, was awarded to C & D Hughes of Charlotte, in the amount of $688,387.00. It
should be noted that these two companies were the only successful bidders for water main work for all of 2009 and 2010,
and both have performed well in general. Like previous contracts, the 2010-11 Water Main Replacement Program
includes language that provides for change orders to be added at the City's option, but if added, the contractors are
required to hold their unit prices, with quotations given for any unique items that may be present on the new work
locations. Salenbien will be completed with all work on their base contract within a week, while C & D Hughes will be
completed in approximately the same time frame on their first change order, but will be moving onto their next work
divisions. Salenbien has yet to be awarded a change order under their contract, but C & D Hughes has to date been
awarded the following change orders:

The Engineering Department had originally intended to distribute change orders on a relatively equal basis between the
two contractors. However, at the May 2 meeting the City Council expressed their preference to obtain the lowest possible
pricing for each work division, and as such awarded all of the above to C & D Hughes, which presented the lowest overall
price. Per the approved change order executed between the Engineering Department and C & D Hughes, all of the above
work must be completed by July 31.

The Engineering Department has now completed design work on the replacement of water main on Reisig Street. In
order to ensure fairness between the two competing contractors, bid tabulation forms were presented to each that already
included unit prices where they have been awarded, with blanks for items unique to this contract where a price was not
awarded to the contractor in question. Bids were due at the same time, 3:00 P.M. on May 10 to ensure neither was aware
of the other's unique item pricing. In a bit of an unusual tactic for both bidders, Salenbien bid all items at $1 each, and
C & D Hughes did as well, with one exception. While we would typically consider these prices unbalanced in most cases,
it is clear that this is advantageous to the City. The tabulation of items from each contractor has been attached for review,
and the lower of the two bidders is Salenbien Trucking & Excavating. They could begin work as soon as a permit is
issued from the MDEQ and are certainly qualified and capable.

IT IS RECOMMENDED that the City Council award a change order to the 2010-11 Water Main Replacement Program,
Group 1 to Salenbien Trucking & Excavating for the replacement of water main on Reisig Street from the south end to
Kentucky Court in the amount of $103,467.15 and that a total of $114,000 be encumbered to include a 10% project
contingency. IT IS FURTHER RECOMMENDED that the Director of Engineering and Public Services be authorized to
execute the change order on behalf of the City of Monroe.

MONUMENT POLICY
CITY OF MONROE, MICHIGAN

1. Intent

Itis the intent of this policy to develop a review process that ensures that
requests to construct and locate monuments, memorials, plaques, or
similar items or structures of commemoration in the City of Monroe shall
reflect good design and planning; fake into consideration economic
factors related to ongoing maintenance and repair; ensure contextual
compatibility with the areas or neighborhoods in which they are to be
located; and reflect some aspect of the city's heritage, culture,
development, or its citizens.

2. Definition

Monument, Memorial, and Commemorative Structures — Any monument,
statue, plaque, structure, tree, shrub, designed landscape, or other ocbject
or thing constructed, erected, planted, or otherwise located in a city park
or on city property intended to commemorate or memorialize any person,
group, place, or event. ltems exempt from coverage under this policy are
listed in Section 9., Exemplions.

3. Origination of Proposals for Monuments

Proposals for the erection of a monument, memorial, or commemorative
structure may be brought to the Monroe City Council or its designee in
any of the following ways:

a). A member of the City Council may suggest a monument;

b).  An advisory board (acting as the designee of the City
Council for matters of review of monument proposals) may
make such a recommendation; and

c).  Any Monroe resident or group of residents may submit a
suggestion or request that a monument be erected. Such
suggestions or requests shall describe the type of monument
being proposed, the location, justification for the
monument, and evidence of an established
maintenance/endowment fund that will be available fo and
used at the discretion of the city for the purpose of
maintaining and/or repairing the monument(s), landscaping,

imigation system, electrical system, infrastructure or other
accoutrements related to said memorial, statue, monument,
or similar commemorative feature.

4. Staff Review of Monument Proposals

The City Council shall refer any request to erect a monument,
memorial, or commemorative structure to staff for an analysis of the
proposal and to determine consistency with the guidelines
established in Section 5 of this policy.

5. Guidelines for Review of Proposals

In determining whether to approve a proposed monument, the City
Council or ifs designee shall consider the following, in addition to
any other items that the Council or its designee may deem relevant
to a specific request or project:

a).

Significance or relevance to the city of Monroe, or the
prominence of the person, place, or event to be
commemorated or memorialized;

Determination as to whether a proposed monument,
memorial, or commemorative structure reflects some
aspect of the city’s heritage, culture, or development, and
whether or not the subject matter has already been
commemorated or memorialized elsewhere or by another
monument;

Determination that the monument’s proposed location will be
compatible with ifs surroundings and consistent with the
comprehensive plan, the recreation plan, planning and
urban design best practices, and park design;

The type, quality, and character of the materials 1o be used;

The cost to construct, erect, locate, and/or maintain the
monument, as well as evidence of an established
endowment fund, accessible by the city of Monroe, for the
long-term maintenance and repair of the monument or
monuments;

The cost to install, operate, repair, and/or maintain a
mechanical and/or electrical system proposed for use in

conjunction with a monument or memorial. Such systems
should be identified by the applicant with related costs
factored into the monument/memorial endowment fund;

g). Atthe discretion of the reviewing body, additional weight
may be given o a project that constitutes a large or
significant installation and recognizes a broader segment of
the community's population. (E.g., a significant installation
might be defined by the amount of investment, the artist or
sculptor creating the monument or memorial, the size or
significance of installation, etc.)

6. Process for Submitting Monument Proposals/Requests

a). A person or group interested in proposing a monument shall
contact the City of Monroe Planning Office to receive an
information packet and application and to schedule a
pre-application meeting with Planning staff to discuss the
proposal (other departments, as deemed necessary, may
also be involved);

b).  For monuments, memorials, and similar installations defined
within this policy, a resolution specifically recognizing the
individual, group, or event to be commemorated must first be
adopted by the Monroe City Council. The resolution shall
state how the proposed monument or memorial reflects the
city’s heritage, culture, or development and why an
individual, group, or event should be recognized by a
monument, memorial or commemorative sfructure;

c).  Erection of any monument, memorial, or commemorative
structure shall meet the five-year “waiting period”
requirement. The “waiting period” may be modified as
deemed appropriate by Council;

d). After adoption of aresolution recognizing an individual,
group, or event, the proposal’s sponsor shall submit a
completed application to the City's Planning Office. The
application shall include:

e A detailed site plan showing the location of the
proposed monument, property lines, adjacent
buildings, ufilities, proposed landscaping, efc.;
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(large or complex projects may require
preparation by a design professional);

e lllustrations, photographs, drawings of the
proposed monument/memorial; and

e Material samples or a sample board (if
requested) for proposed monument or memorial.

el. In reviewing a proposal, the City Planning Office shall
consider the monument or memorial fo be constructed, the
landscape design, location, as well as other factors
determined relevant, such as projected long-term costs
associated with the maintenance and upkeep of a specific
monument or memorial. The Planning Office will deliver its
findings, recommendations, and comments to the City
Council (or its designee).

f). Upon receipt and review of the Planning Office analysis, the
City Council shall act on the proposal by approving,
approving with conditfions, or denying the request.

g). Ifapproved or approved with the conditions, it shall be the
responsibility of the person or group sponsoring the
monument or memorial to bear the cost of its production and
installation {unless it is a municipally-sponsored project).

h). At its discretion, the City Council may require a surety bond to
be posted 1o ensure completion of the project.

i). Prior to installation, the person or group proposing the
monument or memorial shall provide to City Council
evidence of an endowment fund established for long-term
maintenance, repair, upkeep of the monument or memorial
being proposed, and any related electrical or mechanical
systems or infrastructure. The City of Monroe shall have sole
discretion to access said funds, as needed, to carryout
annual maintenance, repairs, and upkeep.

. An instfrument of permanent dedication shall be executed
between the City and the individual or group sponsoring the
monument or memorial upon completion of the project and
acceptance by the City of Monroe.

h. A Letter of Acceptance shalil then be issued by the City of
Monroe and any bond held by the city shall be released if
such bond funds remain.

m). The Letter of Acceptance shall indicate that the monument,
memorial, or commemorative structure has complied with the
proposed design and met all requirements set forth in this
policy and, as such, shall become property of the City of
Monroe.

7. Content or Subject Matter

Under no circumstances shall any permanent memorials,
monuments or commemorative structures depict subjects that are
frademarked, commercially-licensed, or otherwise deemed
inappropriate by City Council (or its designee).

8. Permifs and Approvals

This policy and the actions of the City Council shall not be
consfrued fo relieve any person or group from securing all
necessary permits and meeting any and all requirements related to
the design, installation, and erection of a monument, memorial, or
commemorative structure and any associated accoufrements.

g, Fxemplons

The following items are exempt from this policy:

a.) Landscaping and park furnishings installed by the City of Monroe
or s guthorized gaents for whatever purpose.

b.) Historical markers erected by the Monroe County Historical
Sociely gt selected sites throuahout the city, whether owned by
the city orin the oublic righi-of-way.

c.) Commemoralive Benches and Trees insfalled as part of the City
of Monroe Commemorative Benches and Tree Program.

| 910. Application and Review Fees

A non-refundable $500 application fee is due with application
submission.

Depending upon the complexity of a project, an additional $1,000
fee may also be required at the time of application. These funds will
be placed in an escrow account and will be used if additional
review time, professional technical review, or additional materials or
services are necessary. Any unused escrow funds will be returned to
the applicant upon project completion and issuance of the Letter
of Acceptance.

RELATING TO: An agreement to offer Firefighter I & II certification training for the Police Command Officers Association and
provide additional supervisory oversight of police and other emergency activities for the City of Monroe.

DISCUSSION: The attached Agreement provides for one (1) Sergeant to be afforded the opportunity to participate in Firefighter I &
II certification training. This training will enhance the Sergeant's skills and ability to assume the role of a public safety officer should
the City decide to adopt and implement a public safety operation. The Sergeant who completes Firefighter I & II training and
possesses the required certifications will be reclassified as a Public Safety Command Officer (PSCO) and will be compensated at 5%
above his current rate of pay. One year after such reclassification, the PSCO's compensation will be increased by an additional 3.5%.

This corresponds with the compensation provided police officers possessing similar certifications and who are subsequently
reclassified as PSO's.

Under Section 207 (k) of the Federal Fair Labor Standards Act, the City is permitted to assign its police officers to work up to 84
hours in a 14 day work cycle without incurring the expense of overtime premiums. Over the past year, the City converted Road Patrol
from an 80 to an 84 hour (14 day work cycle). This gave the City expanded road coverage at reduced overtime expense.

In July, 2010, the City eliminated one Sergeant position and one Lieutenant position. This resulted in the consolidation and
reassignment of certain functions, some of which has necessitated overtime on the part of the remaining command officers. The
attached Agreement provides for the transition of the command staff to an 84 hour work cycle similar to their subordinate police

officers. Like the police officers, this will permit the command staff to work up to 4 additional hours each work cycle on a non-
overtime basis.

The COAM has further agreed that all employees hired by the City after 9/10/10, will not be eligible for a gun allowance. This also is
similar to the agreement reached with the POAM when police officers were transitioned to an 84 hour work cycle

Based on the favorable ratification vote by the COAM, I WISH TO RECOMMEND that City Council approve the attached Letter of
Understanding.

LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING
RE: FIREFIGHTER | & Il TRAINING

WHEREAS, the members of the Command Officers Association of Michigan
(“Association”) and the City of Monroe (“City”) recognize that the provision of appropriate public
safety services for City residents is a high priority;

WHEREAS, the Association and the City recognize that the financial resources to
provide these and other public services have been significantly reduced for the long-term;

WHEREAS, the Association and the City agree that it is in the public interest to explore
and, subject to the City’s bargaining obligations with its respective labor unions, adopt more
contemporary, efficient, and sustainable methods and models to provide public safety services
to the community;

WHEREAS, the Association has proposed to the City that Command Officers be
afforded the opportunity to participate in Firefighter | and ll certification training so they may
enhance their skills and ability to pursue new career directions as public safety command
officers should the City subsequently decide to adopt and implement a public safety operation;
and

WHEREAS, the City recognizes that having trained supervisory personnel who are fully
capable of responding to both fire and police emergencies will enhance its total response
capability, and be a more efficient and cost effective approach to the delivery of sustainable
public safety services.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed as follows:

1. The City agrees that one (1) of its current Sergeants may, but shall not be
required to, volunteer for Firefighter | and I training.

2. If a Sergeant should volunteer for such training, the City shall cover the required
training program fees for his attendance at the Firefighter | and Il certification training
program(s) provided by the Michigan Firefighter Training Council commencing approximately
November 1, 2011 — March 20, 2012. Meal and mileage expenses will be covered in
accordance with the provisions of the parties' collective bargaining agreement. If the Sergeant
attends training during his regularly scheduled hours of work, he shall be compensated at
straight time rates. If he attends outside his regularly scheduled hours of work, he shall be
compensated at overtime rates.

3. Should the City subsequently decide to adopt and implement a public safety
operation, the Sergeant who attended Firefighter | and Il certification training and possesses the
required certifications shall be reclassified to the position of Public Safety Command Officer
(PSCO), with such duties and responsibilities as may be determined by the City. Upon being
reclassified to the position of PSCO, the Sergeant shall initially be compensated at a rate of five
percent (5%) above the rate to be paid a Sergeant of like service with the City. One year after
such reclassification, the PSCO’s compensation shall be further increased by an additional
three and one-half percent (3.5%).

4, Effective with the commencement of the first full pay period in July, 2011, the City
and the Association also agree that all employees will be assigned a regular work schedule of



eighty-four (84) hours per bi-weekly pay period (i.e., fourteen (14) day cycle). Notwithstanding
any provision in the parties' collective bargaining agreement to the contrary, such time will be
paid at normal straight time compensation in accordance with the provisions of Section 207 (k)
of the federal Fair LLabor Standards Act.

5. The City and the Association further agree that all employees hired by the City
after September 10, 2010, shall not be eligible for the gun proficiency allowance referenced in
Article 12, Compensation, Section 4, of the parties' collective bargaining agreement.

6. Should the City subsequently adopt and implement a public safety operation, the
Association agrees that the City may require all persons who become command officers on or
after July 1, 2011, to obtain, as a condition of employment, Firefighter | & Il certification on a
schedule determined by the City.

This Agreement has been ratified and approved by the City and the Association and is
agreed to this day of May, 2011.

| RELATING TQ: Coastal Management Program Grant Application

DISCUSSION: In April 2011 the City Council adopted the FY 2011/2012 budget for the Department of Economic & Community
Development that included funding for a corridor study and plan. In order to maximize allocated funds for this project, the department
began looking at potential grants that would leverage the allocation and, in turn, allow the department to contract with a professionl
consultant for a comprehensive corridor plan. Recently, the State of Michigan's Department of Environmental Quality provided notice
that it would be accepting applications from governmental entities, on behalf of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA), for the 2012 Coastal Management Program Grant (CMPG). Categories identified for funding include: planning community
land uses; managing growth; protecting, managing and restoring coastal habitats; restoring historic maritime structures; revitalizing
urban waterfronts; and increasing recreational opportunities along Michigan's Great Lakes coast.

Based on these grant guidelines and the eligible areas (coastal zone), the department has drafted an application for the E. Elm Avenue
corridor (from I-75 west to the intersection of Dixie Highway and E. Elm Avenue). The intent of the project is to prepare a land use
plan and specific design guidelines to improve the current roadway design, landscaping and adjacent land uses, incorporating a
"complete streets" philosophy. The goal of the E. Elm Avenue corridor improvement plan is to enhance the visitor's overall experience
while in Monroe and while visiting the River Raisin National Battlefield Park, River Raisin Heritage Trail, Sterling State Park and
Ford Marsh.

The CMPG requires a 1:1 match for grant funds with a maximum grant request of $60,000. The department anticipates submitting a
project in the $30,000 to $35,000 range, which would require a local match of $15,000 to $17,500 including in-kind department
services. '

The Department of Economic & Community Development is seeking approval to submit the Coastal Management Program Grant
application and requests that the attached resolution be adopted.

The Department would further request that City Council authorize the Mayor or his representative to sign all necessary documents

RELATING TO: Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) FIX Program Contracts

DISCUSSION: As part of its CDBG program, the City of Monroe has created a home rehabilitation program intended to provide no-
interest deferred loans to low- and moderate-income homeowners called the FIX Program. These loans are limited to $25,000 and are
forgivable as long as the homeowner stays in the home for five years.

On March 29, 2011, the City of Monroe opened bids for three recipients of the program after having direct mailed bid packages to
fifteen (15) certified, licensed contractors. The City received only four total bids for the three projects. Because staff was reluctant to
award bids where just one bid had been received, the projects were put out for bid a second time. After this second solicitation, with
an opening on April 29, the City received just one more bid for the projects and one project was left with a sole bid. Having put these
projects out for bid twice, staff is requesting approval of the bids received. This will avoid the contractors who had submitted bids
being forced to revise their estimates due to changing costs and also will allow necessary work to be completed in homes where
conditions and repair costs could worsen.

The first project is for a home on Arbor, which will be receiving new windows and insulation for its attic. The low bid for this project
came from Carter Building Services in the amount of $6,619. The other bid came from Global Green Service Group out of Rockwood,
Michigan and was for $9,300.

The second project is for a home on East Third Street, which had received bids for work on its roof, gutters, front and side porches,
electrical upgrades, window and door replacements, and bathroom repairs. The bids to complete all this work were substantially
higher than the $25,000 allowed, so the project was trimmed down to what was considered the essential work. After reducing the
project to repairing the roof, gutters, and bathroom in addition to electrical upgrades, the low bid came from Global Green Service
Group in the amount of $19,200. The other bid for this work, for $24,161, was from Carter Building Services. Once the reduced
project has been completed, staff will evaluate the project’s balance (costs below $25,000) and determine whether additional repairs
can be completed.

The final project is on Almyra Avenue and received only one bid. The bid package for this home requested repairs that included
replacing the roof, the front porch steps, the windows and exterior doors, making upgrades to the electrical service and interior repairs
to various bedroom’s ceilings and the bathroom. The bid to complete all this work was for $32,450 so once again the scope of the
project was reduced to stay within the program’s $25,000 budget. To stay within budget, replacement of the doors and windows was
removed from the project and the resulting project cost is $19,750. Again, once the project has been completed the balance will be
determined and if possible, other items that had been proposed originally will be completed.

[Note: Federal regulations require anonymity for program recipients.]

IT IS RECOMMENDED that City Council approve each of the low bids and authorize staff to carry out the projects with Carter
Building Services receiving the Arbor project with a project budget of $7,943, and Global Green Service Group receiving the East
Third Street and Almyra projects with respective budgets of $23,040 and $23,700. These budgets each include a twenty percent (20%)
contingency.

DISCUSSION: The Wastewater Department received three (3) bids for the purchase of a Diversion Gate to be installed
within the combined Grit Building Channel. The low bidder meeting all bid specifications is from Meldrum Mechanical
Services out of Toledo, OH for $9,500.00. Attached is bid tabulation for reference.

The Grit Building has a combined sewage channel that splits into two channels for different levels of {reatment. Sewage
flows within the two channels are currently unequal during higher flows such that the proposed Diversion Gate will assist
with balancing the flow levels in both channels. This is recommended to avoid unbalanced treatment and potential
overfiows which can lead to violations of our NPDES permit. The Diversion Gate is a hold over item that could have been
added to the Wastewater System Improvements — Phase | project, however it was decided in an effort to save funds after
evaluating the costs to develop plans and specifications by staff and bid the item separately after the construction project
as part of the approved Capital Improvement Program (CIP) project.

DISCUSSION: The Wastewater Department received one bid for its Annual Collection System Root Treatment Program
(bid tabulation attached). The low bidder meeting all bid specifications is from Duke’s Root Control, Inc for $17,916.04.,

The Wastewater Department annually completes a tree root chemical treatment program on the sanitary sewer collection
system to prevent reduced sewer flow capacity and prevent blockages that may cause sewer back-ups and uncontrolled
root growth. The program is divided into a rotating three-year area of the collection system such that Section 2 is
budgeted for treatment. Section 2 has 9,789 lineal feet of sanitary sewer collection pipe (8 inch ~ 15 inch diameter)
proposed for treatment. The treatment consists of the application of RAZOROOTER Il or equivalent which is a chemical
compound that is pressure injected into the sanitary sewer collection system. The chemical application utilizes Diquat
Dibromide (“diquat”), a product of Sewer Sciences, Inc which is an advanced method to control / treat roots available on
the market and the only diquat-based sewer root control product that is registered with the USEPA and the Michigan
Department of Agriculture.

Duke’s Root Control, Inc has treated the Monroe Metropolitan Wastewater System in the past with great success. Duke’s

Root Control, Inc is the only commercial applicator licensed by Sewer Services, Inc to apply RAZOROOTER Il in the State
of Michigan. : .
