1.	Approval of the Traffic Committee minutes from the October 22, 2014 meeting. 

	Motion: It was moved by Anthony Webb and supported by Councilman Sisk to approve the minutes from the October 22, 2014 meeting.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


2.	Request from the Engineering Department to remove the one-hour parking spaces in front of 112 Winchester Street.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Sisk and supported by Anthony Webb to accept the recommendation and adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 216-006.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


3.	Request from the Engineering Department to correct the days of one-hour parking enforcement on East First Street to Monday through Saturday.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Hensley and supported by Councilman Sisk to accept the recommendation and adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 056-014.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.





4.	Request from the Engineering Department to consider allowing parking on the east side of Borgess Avenue between Sylvan and Stedman Drives.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Sisk and supported by Lt. Morgel to accept the recommendation and adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 015-003.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


5.	Request from Councilman Sisk to consider restricting parking on one side of Alford Drive.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Sisk and supported by Lt. Morgel to accept the recommendation from the Engineering Department to prohibit parking on the entire north side and the westerly 60 feet of the south side and adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 002-002.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


6.	Request from the Downtown Development Authority Board to change the First / Monroe Parking Lot from 1-hour to 2-hour parking.

	Motion: It was moved by Lt. Morgel and supported by Councilman Hensley to accept the recommendation and adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 305-003.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


7.	Request from the Downtown Development Authority Board to amend the days and times for the existing 2-hour parking enforcement on North Monroe Street between Elm and Willow.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Hensley and supported by James Crammond to convert the entire area to 1-hour parking from 8 A.M. to 5 P.M., Monday through Saturday, to eliminate the 15-minute parking spaces within this area as well, and to adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 121-005.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


8.	Request from Floral City Glass to consider removing the “No Left Turn” sign for westbound Front Street at Smith Street.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Sisk and supported by Councilman Hensley to remove the left turn prohibition.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


9.	Update from the Engineering Department on the request from the Monroe County Road Commission to revise the City’s truck route ordinance.

Action:  There was no recommendation for action at this time, and none was taken.


10.	Request from Monroe Catholic Elementary Schools to post the south side of Willow Street between St. Mary’s Avenue and Monroe Street for bus drop-off and pick-up on school days between 7 A.M. and 3 P.M.

	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Hensley and supported by Anthony Webb to grant this request and to adopt proposed Traffic Control Order 214-003.

Action:  The motion passed unanimously.


11.	Motion: It was moved by Councilman Sisk and supported by Anthony Webb to adjourn the meeting.

Action: The motion was passed unanimously and the meeting was adjourned at 5:21 P.M.
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
